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Dear Parishioner, 
 

It is most often very fascinating as 
also inspiring to read and meditate on 
the lives of Saints. They do exhibit 
indomitable courage and unwavering 
commitment to live their Holy Catho-

lic Faith despite seeming obstacles and road-blocks that 
came their way. They considered their Faith in God 
and  love for their Church as the greatest gift God could 
ever give them.  In the face of very hostile environ-
ments  and deterred by the enemies of Christ that sur-
rounded them, they kept true to their Faith. In fact, we 
see that nothing could ever shake them in their love for 
God. Their commitment to Christ Jesus was truly un-
wavering. 
 

We could consider the lives of any of the Saints and find 
true inspiration for our own  Catholic Way of Life,  so 
that we can live our lives  joyfully and committedly  as 
they did.  Most of them lived their lives just as we do, 
empowered by the Sacraments of the Church and the 
other rituals  and  other Catholic Traditions. They had, 
of course, their pitfalls in their lives, as we all do. These 
shortcomings we too experience in our daily Christian 
lives, should  never be a deterrent in our own love for 
the Lord and the pursuit of holiness.  The lives of  some 
of the saints  have come down to us with lots of detailed 
information, while for many others we have quite 
sketchy knowledge. For example, most of the Apostles of 
Jesus,  thousands of the early martyrs of the our Chris-
tian Faith and so many others of the early Church,  very 
little is known. But what really matters is their unwav-
ering faith and love for God that no one could shake 
even to the point of shedding their blood for their Lord 
and His Church. In the final analysis, this is what truly 
matters in our own lives as Catholics: our love and com-
mitment to Christ and His Church. 
 

Just an example or two: St. Christopher and St. Martha 
about whom we know little. All we know for certain 
from a historical perspective that St. Christopher was 
listed as a martyr who died under the persecution of 
Decius, the Roman Emperor. His audacity in standing 
up for his Catholic Faith, even shedding his blood, made 
him through the succeeding centuries, both in the east 
and west, one of the most popular saints of the Catholic 
Church. Numerous folklores and legends were circu-
lated about him and his faith in the Lord; so much so he 
became a tremendous source of inspiration for millions 
through the succeeding generations. It is said that  once 
he carried a child on his shoulders across a river and the 
child was Jesus Himself. Hence his name 
‘CHRISTOPHER’; (carrier of Christ).
