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DEAR PARISHIONER, 
 
Last Sunday, at the 11:30 am 
Mass, I  was really taken by sur-
prise at the spontaneous applause 
of the Congregation right after my 

homily as they showed their appreciation for the 
message I had shared with them. It was the very 
first time in my forty-one years of priesthood that I 
had this type experience after a homily which often 
is considered a serious matter that calls for reflec-
tion on  God’s Word that is proclaimed.   Having 
been caught by surprise, frankly, I  really didn’t 
know how to react at this spontaneous response of 
the Faith Community. I had never, of course, con-
sidered myself to be an eloquent speaker of any 
sort. In fact, when I had to appear in the minor 
seminary for the first time on the stage, it was one 
the most harrowing experiences of the early years. 
Being from the country place, I was a nervous 
wreck to go on a stage in front 220 seminarians and 
the superiors. Literally it took  several days of abso-
lute nervousness and perspiration; let alone going 
on the stage on that fateful day. After that horrific 
experience, I was resolved never to go on the stage 
ever again. Little did I know then that The Good 
Lord has other plans for me as a priest.  
 
Well dear brothers and sisters, I certainly do not 
want to get the credit for what has happened last 
Sunday since the Congregation was apparently 
touched by the power of God’s Holy Word. We are 
all His instruments to further His Kingdom on 
earth whatever condition in life we are presently in. 
Last Sunday’s Scriptural readings, particularly the 
Gospel, was about  Jesus who was graciously hosted 
by two loving sisters, Martha and Mary. Even 
though both of them did what they had to do for 
the Lord, Jesus made it clear that Mary, who was 
at the  feet of the Lord absorbed in the Holy Word 
that came from His Divine lips, chose the better 
part. She becomes a true model of  Prayer which is 
often defined as conversation with God. We all pray 
but often we do not get the results for which we ar-
dently pray and for long. I believe, the insight  that 
St. Augustine, one of the greatest Fathers of the 
Church gave, can certainly throw much light into 
our prayer-life which can be summarized into four 
aspects of  a true prayer:
